Planning & Process Sequence 

• You will receive a career to research. Then you will use the WOIS site to complete the information sheet. 

• After completing your research (and your instructor has checked it off), you will start a PowerPoint document that will be used as a guide for your presentation. 

• Your presentation should be about 5 minutes in length. 

• Both partners are expected to share equally in the presenting of your career. 

Requirements: 
· Name of career, job description, daily job functions/responsibilities
· Education requirements (degrees/diplomas needed, where these degrees/diplomas can be obtained) 

· Employability skills required
· Salary Range/Hourly Wage Range 

· Future Work Prospects/ Opportunities for Advancement 

· Does this career require any prior experience? If so, what? 

· Do a search for job postings for this career and list the companies that are currently looking for someone to fill this position 
· Information on CPA’s
Tips for Designing Slides

· Use font sizes 24 point or larger - Use a larger font (32-54) for the title

· Only use bold or underline for emphasis

· Be consistent by capitalizing only the first word of all bulleted text

· Do not use all caps except for titles 

· No more than 6 words per line/bullet

· No more than 6 bullets per slide

· Use dark text on light background or light text on dark background (contrasting colors)

· Keep the background and color scheme consistent

· Limit the number of colors on a single screen – stay with the same color scheme

· Keep the design clean and uncluttered.  Leave empty space around the text and graphics

· Use only high quality clipart and graphics of the same style (should be used sparingly)

· The clipart or graphics should relate to and enhance the topic of the slide

Tips for Citing Sources

Citing Web Pages

· Author’s last and first names

· Title of site or page in quotes

· Name of institution or sponsoring organization

· Date of visit to site

· <web site address>

Example:

Citing Online Images

· Photographer’s name (if available)

· Title or description of image

· Online image

· Date of visit to site
