What every Web Design MUST Know
1. Create a folder to contain your web site. Everything for the website must be saved in its own folder.

a. Web pages

b. Any and all images

c. Any documents that the site may link to

2. Inside that folder, create a folder called “images” – this is where you will save all of your pictures for THIS web site.

3. The homepage – the first page that you want to display when the web address is typed MUST be saved as index.html

4. When naming files you CAN’T use spaces or other symbols.  The only symbol you should use is an underscore (_)

a. Separate words by an underscore – clare_high_school
5. When using XHTML you must include the following in the document:
