1. Create a new database named STOCKSXXXX (Replace XXXX with your last name).   Create a table named STOCKMARKET XXX (Replace XXX with your last name.) and include the fields shown in Illustration A. You do not have to have a primary key field for this database.

3. Print one copy of the database in landscape orientation.  

PART II
1) In design view, add another field to your table called Shares.  Change the format of the field to number.  
2) Create a report that includes all of the fields.  Use the report wizard to create a report that you will open up in Excel.  
a) Use all fields

b) Do not group 
c) Sort in ascending order by stock

d) Select the tabular layout in portrait orientation

e) Choose the compact style

f) Key “Stocks” as the title of your report

3) Once your report is created, click on the OfficeLinks tool to analyze your data using Excel.  
4) In cell E1, key the label “Shares”.  In cell F1, key the label “Value”.  

a) In cell F2, key the formula:  =D2*E2  (Formula calculates Price x Shares)
b) Fill the F2 cell formula down to cell F27

c) In cell F27, key the formula:  =Sum(F2:F26)  (Formula adds the entire column)
5) To make your spreadsheet look professional and easier to read, use click and drag to select all of your data.  (Cells A1 through F27)  Select AutoFormat from the Format menu.  Choose List 1.  

6) Ready to spend some money?  You have $50,000 to spend on stocks from ten different companies.  Decide which companies you want, and key in the number of shares for each company in the shares column of your spreadsheet.  Challenge:  Come as close to spending $50,000 as you possibly can, but do not spend more than $50,000.
7) Add your name, date, and the filename to a header.  Print your spreadsheet in portrait orientation.

8) Print a second copy of the spreadsheet showing the formulas.  (CTRL + `)

9) Open up your Stock Market database and update your table to reflect the shares that you chose.

10) Now, create a query that shows the Stock, Symbol, Exchange, Price, and a calculated field you rename as Value.  To calculate the Value field enter:
Value: [Price]*[Shares]

11) Challenge:  Sort the Cost field in ascending order.
12) Save the query as Portfolio Value XXX. (Replace XXX with your last name.)

13) Print the results of the query.

PART III
1. Create another query that shows the Stock, Symbol, Exchange, Price, and Value fields.  Change the query criteria to display only the companies that you selected when you run the query.  Your results should contain ten records.  Save this query as My Portfolio XXX.  (Replace XXX with your last name.)  

2. Print the results of the query.
PART IV
1. Use the Report Wizard to create a report using the My Portfolio Query results.  Include all fields, and group by the Exchange field.  

2. Sort the Stock field in ascending order and Sum the Value field. 

3. Select the Stepped layout in portrait orientation.  Choose the compact style.

4. Title the report “XXX My Portfolio.”  (Replace XXX with your last name.)

5. Balance the report on the page.  Change the size of columns if they are not wide enough, if necessary.  Make sure your report looks professional.

6. In Design view, change the format of your summed totals to currency.  (Right click and select Properties from the drop down menu.)
7. Save the report as My Portfolio XXX (Replace XXX with your last name.)

8. Print your Report.
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
