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Restaurant Tipping 
	Tipping is a small sum of money given to someone for performing a service.  Tipping is also known as a gratuity.
It is a custom to give a tip at a restaurant to the waiter or waitress.  The tip is normally a percentage of the pre-tax amount of the bill.  The exact percentage to tip is for you to decide, depending on the quality of service and your own generosity, however, 15-20% of the pre-tax amount is usually considered an appropriate amount.


 

For example, if your restaurant bill comes to $22.35 pre-tax and $23.69 after 6% tax and you wish to tip 20%, then you will need to tip 4.47 ($22.35 x 20%) for a total of $28.16.
