General Google Features, Guidelines, & Tips
a) Google will take up to 10 search terms.

b) Use quote marks if you want multiple words treated as one term.  For example, “Green Bay” will find references to Green Bay, WI.  If you type Green Bay (no quotes) Google will look for pages with the word “green” and “bay” somewhere in it.
c) Use intitle if you want the term or words to be in the title of the web page. For example, enter intitle:”georgebush”
d) Google could not care less if you capitalize or use lower case letters for any or all of your search terms.

e) Use site:edu (or site:us, site:com, site:org, etc.) to limit your search to a top level domain.  Example:  Type in michigan site:edu and michigan site:us, etc.

f) Try this:  Enter phonebook:(your name) MI
g) You can “weigh” your searches by entering the same term more than once.  Try this:  Enter michigan.  Then enter michigan michigan, then michigan michigan, michigan, etc.
h) Daterange is a powerful and useful feature:
